In the late 16th century, Abdullah Khan, a distant descendant of jochi, Ghenghis eldest son, went to the same festival ground in Bukhara.Unlike Genghis Khan; Abdullah went to perform his holidays prayer there. His chronicler, Hafiz-I-Tanish, reported this performance of Muslim piety by his master and included the surprising comment; this was according to the yasa of Genghis khan.

 ‘ In this they be all agreed, to drive you from the knowledge of the scriptures, and that they shall not hane the text thereof in the mother tongue, and to keep the world still in the darkness, to the intent they might sit in the consciences of the people, through vain superstition and false doctrine, to satisfy their proud ambition and insatiable covetousness’ and to exalt their own honourabove king and emperor, yea, and above god himself…………..which things only moved me to translate the New Testament. Because I had perceived by experience, how that it was impossible to establish the lay-people in any truth, except the scriptures were plainly laid before their eyes in their mother-tongue, that they might see the process, order and meaning of the text.
