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	**MEANING:
A. It refers to state of being in economic Activity.

B. It refers to State or condition where workers are employed in Economic Activities.
**WHY DO PEOPLE WORK?
A. People work for earning a living.
B. Being employed in work gives us a sense of self-worth and enables us to relate ourselves meaningfully with others.

C. We donot work only for ourselves; we also have a sense of accomplishment when we work to meet the requirement of those who are dependent on us.
**SIGNIFICANCE OF WORK/EMPLOYMENT:
A. Study of working people gives us insight [ability to understand] into the quality and nature of Employment.
B. Study of working people helps in understanding and planning human resources.
C. Study of working people helps us to analyse the contribution made by different industries and sectors towards national Income.
D. It also helps us to address many social Issues viz.
1. Exploitation of marginalized Sections of society
2. Child labour

**MEANING:-NCERT-118]:
A. It refer to all those who are engaged in Economic activities, in whatever capacity-high or low 
B. A worker is one who engaged in economic activity and contributes to National Product.
**MODERN CONCEPTS-[WORKERS ARE INCLUDED]:

A. If some workers temporarily abstain from work due to Illness, injury or other Physical disability, bad weather, festivals, social or religious function, they are also worker.
B. Workers also include all those who help the main workers in economic activities.
**OLD TRADITIONAL CONCEPT:-[WRONG CONCEPTS]
A. In earlier, we think of only those, who are paid by an employer for their work, as worker.  It is not so.
B. Those who are self employed are also workers
**MODERN EMPLOYMENT IN INDIA-ITS NATURE
A. Some get employment throughout the year
B. Some other get employed for only a few months in a year.
C. Many workers do not get fair wages for their work
D. All those who are engaged in Economic activities are included as Employed.
**EMPLOYED PEOPLE IN VARIOUS ACTIVITIES:

A. During 2011-12 India had about a 473 million strong workforce.

**DOUBLE CONCEPTS:

A. Some women carry out works like cooking, fetching water and fuel wood
B. Some women participate in Farm Labour.
C. They are not paid wages in cash or in the form of grains
D. TWO OPPOSITE CONCEPTS:

1. Since they are not paid, These women are not categorized as worker.
2. But some economists have argued that these women should also be called worker
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
