A. India census started in 1901.
B. Data is collected and published by Registrar General of India.

A. Total population of India was 102.70 crore on 01-03-2001
B. Decadal growth rate was 23.8 % during 1990-91-2000-01
C. Density of population increased from 267 people per square kilometer in 1991 to 324 persons per square kilometer in 2001.
D. Literacy rate improved from 52.1% in 1994 to 65.38% in 2001.
